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Seashore Trolley Museum, tucked away in a beautiful wooded area within
5 miles of the coast of Maine, began the streetcar preservation movement
in 1939.

A visit to the Museum isn’t complete without a memorable ride on an
antique streetcar on our private heritage railroad. Engaging, uniformed
crews ensure guests have an experience they will not soon forget. They
will share information about the collection, the railway, the Museum, and
welcome any questions.

Built on the roadbed of the former Atlantic Shore Line, an interurban line
closed in 1927, our track now extends 1.5 miles. Our track infrastructure
and overhead wire was built and is maintained by over 100 volunteers.
